Parent and Player Advisory Letter- Please read this!
Hello team mates and parents. Welcome to another exciting season of playing soccer!

It is the objective of the Oceanside Youth Soccer Society to

· Foster, develop, promote and govern the game of soccer among youth within District 69.

· Teach sportsmanship and emphasize fair play at all times.

· Teach respect for officials, coaches, and players at all times.
Parents should set a positive example for the players at games, practices, and home by reaffirming these objectives.

Parents (the one who signs the registration form) of children under the age of 18 become members of the society by paying the annual registration fees for your child.

Within the OYSS, coaching and executive positions are volunteer positions. There is only one paid positions in our association, our Administrator, who is paid for casual work done on a need-only basis; therefore, we ask that you respect that the success of our organization depends on the many hours contributed by these volunteers.
Every player should be given an equal opportunity to participate. It is the expectation that each player will play at least 50% of the game, provided that they are physically and mentally able to do so. For the more competitive Upper Island Development League teams, equal or minimum playing time is not guaranteed.

Complaints or Concern Procedure

If you as the parent have a complaint or concern you would like to have addressed by the Board, we ask that you follow the following procedure:

· Discuss the issue with your child’s coach in a non-confrontational manner, in a private setting.

· Should the issue still go unresolved, please write a letter to secretary of the OYSS outlining your concerns. Email this letter to the OYSS secretary at oysssectreas@shaw.ca 
· Once received by the secretary, this letter will constitute official business that will be dealt with by the OYSS board at the next regularly scheduled monthly meeting.

Harassment

 The OYSS follows harassment policies as set out by both the Canadian Soccer and BC Soccer Associations. Copies of these policies are available through these organizations and are available on-line through www.bcsoccer.net. We will not tolerate any forms of harassment towards players, coaches, referees, or other society volunteers.

Parent Participation

Most teams need parent volunteers to help with jobs such as:
· Being the phoning manager

· Issuing uniforms and collecting uniform deposit cheques

· Scheduling oranges or refreshments for games

· Organizing social events

· Helping with line changes, goalie equipment changes as requested by the coach.

· Setting up and replacing nets for games

· Cleaning up after practices and games

Officiating

The referees who officiate our games are also learning. They are mostly local youth who need and deserve our co-operation and respect. The referee’s call is final, and abuse (verbal or otherwise) of these officials will not be tolerated. If there is a problem with the refereeing during a match, your coach has procedures to follow.
Games and Practices

Please ensure that your child arrives at the game or practice early enough to be warmed up and ready for the start of play. Contact the coach if your child is unable to make the game or practice. To enhance the enjoyment of the game, make sure that your child had adequate rest the night before a game. Please do not allow your child to overhear just before game time. Each child is responsible for bringing his/her own water bottles to games and practices. Advise the coach if your child has an ailment which will restrict physical activity.

Equipment and Fees

Each player is loaned a uniform for the season. The cost of these uniforms is significant, so please take care of it and be sure to return it to your coach at the last game/practice of the season. Please use uniforms for games only.

Players are also responsible for buying their own shin pads and soccer cleats. 

Soccer fees go to the following:

· BC Soccer fees and player insurance

· Nanaimo and District Youth Soccer Association (umbrella organization for Bowser to Ladysmith)

· District 69 Sports Council

· Pacific Sport (UVIDCS) (coach and player development)
· Wages for referees and fees for Referees Association

· Equipment

· Field lining

· Miscellaneous fees for photocopying, meeting rooms etc. 

Current fees only pay a portion of the total expenses accrued by our association. Our local team sponsors are a very important part of the success of our organization. Many local businesses can help out by giving deals on services and supplies.

Uniform deposit: Date your $40.00 deposit cheque for April 15, 2010 made out to Oceanside Youth Soccer Society. Uniform deposit cheques are required for all players. Please be prepared to give them to your coach when the uniforms are issued.
Insurance for players: Only players registered with our society are covered under BC Soccer insurance. Details are available on the BCSA web site. Please don’t ask your coach to let a non-registered child play.

Society Board meetings are held on the first Wednesday of every month. If you would like to make a presentation, again, please contact the secretary at the above email address.
